The
entire Gershwin Theatre, including the orchestra and upper
mezzanine are looped, so it works anywhere a patron is
seated. The hearing loop system was installed by Leo Garrison
of Metro Sound Pros, who specializes in loop installations
throughout New York City, including museums, tour buses, and
other Broadway Theatres.

The hearing loop enables the Gershwin Theatre to be
compliant with current ADA requirements and standards for
assistive listening. Hearing loops are one of three technologies
that are available to venues to meet ADA compliance—radio
frequency (RF) and infrared (IR) are the other two assistive
listening technologies.
