Auracast™ audio in the future.

@ CHALLENGE

The church needed an assistive listening system that delivers
consistent speech clarity throughout the seating area for visitors
using telecoil enabled hearing aids, while also creating a future
ready path for people using Auracast-enabled hearing aids and
listening devices. The solution had to integrate discreetly in a
heritage environment and be designed for long term reliability,
straightforward maintenance, and dependable support.
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The installation combines an Ampetronic C10 1N hearing loop
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driver with an Auri TX2N Auracast™ broadcast transmitter, ‘ ‘

powered by Ampetronic | Listen Technologies.

options: team worked closely with the installer to ensure

the system was configured, tested, and fully
documented. Pairing the Ampetronic C10-1N with
